The David cup is awarded to the Club junior returning the fastest time in a special junior 10 mile 
time trial each year which in recent times, is always held in conjunction with the Harry Nash event.

History of the trophy - George Dowse and Madeline were married in 1939, the day before war was declared. 
After these grim years, their first child David was born in 1946 and to celebrate this happy occasion, George 
presented a trophy to the Club.
1946 also saw the birth of the Club junior category and because of the need for new trophies for the under 
18’s, the David cup was subsequently designated for this purpose. The junior category was always well 
supported and although David grew up to be a competitive rider, he never managed to get his name on ‘his’ 
cup. He emigrated to Australia in 1974 and still regularly competes over there in handicap races. George 
passed away in June 1997, and Madeline died in 1999.
